° First step: Text message

Send a brief text message immediately after
the game to report the ejection. Do this
before you change & leave the game site
after the game (if your safety is threatened,
drive to an offsite location where you feel
safe and then text). Do not include a
narrative about the ejection in your text
message. Just include the reason for the
ejection (malicious contact, profanity, arguing
balls & strikes; unsportsmanlike conduct,

fighting, other (specify)).
